FSC certification provides assurance that forests are being managed to the highest environmental and social standards.  FSC certification provides third-party assurance that all wood fibers are from responsible sources.  

Fiberesin prepared their inspection processes and plant inventory systems for several months to ensure the FSC certified product is separated from other inventory.  An independent, FSC accredited certifier inspected the processes and plant, then granted the certification.  “[Becoming certified] is a corporate commitment and in-depth certification process,” notes President and CEO Mike MacDougal. “We are committed to offering our customers materials from responsible sources; we see it as the right thing to do for the environment.  Now we can prove, with the assurance of FSC, that our wood fibers are harvested from socially responsible sources.”
FSC certification will help architects achieve LEED certification points when using Fiberesin’s interior or exterior architectural panels.  FSC certification can also be achieved for other Fiberesin products, including medical and office furniture components, racquet ball and squash court wall systems, and treated papers.    

Fiberesin is actively improving their commitment to sustainability and supporting the triple bottom line performance dimensions: social, environmental, and financial.  Fiberesin recycles wood, paper, pallets, and corrugated packaging, keeping landfill and natural gas usage to a minimum.  

Fiberesin uses renewable energy produced at the plant to heat the presses by reclaiming yield and outfall from pressed panels and by converting material to steam.  

The Fiberesin plant is BIFMA level® certified.  The voluntary program provides measurable market-based definitions of progressively more sustainable furniture.  The level® certification requires third-party verification of a score based on a Standard consisting of four basic elements: materials, energy and atmosphere, human and ecosystem health, and social responsibility.

“We are always re-thinking our processes and investing in our systems.  We are learning every day that sustainable practices have positive implications for our business and customers, and make us more globally competitive,” says MacDougal.
